On the train: Simply get on the
train — you don’t need to
identify yourself unless asked
while aboard the train.

On the bus: Identify yourself as
a veteran to the bus driver.

How will you know
I'm a veteran?

Please wear your medals,
beret, blazer, uniform, or some-

thing else that clearly identifies
you as a war veteran.

What about the families of de-
ceased veterans?

The immediate families of
deceased veterans may also ride
free. Please make sure you carry
something to identify your relation
to the deceased veteran, such as
an identification card or service
papers.
